Students have been informed of this, 

please also re-iterate this as a further safety precaution.

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Luggage 

 

Students have been previously advised to pack light. The walking tour of Paris could 

prove difficult if students have overpacked. It is advisable to use a back pack rather 

than a case, which can then be carried on the tour. 

 

Alternatively, students could store their luggage in the lockers at Gare-du-Nord, our 

arrival train station in Paris. There is a charge of 5.50 - 9.50 euros to use the lockers.

Students should bring clothing and shoes suitable for being outdoors most of the day. 

The weather is forecast to be similar to the UK. Warm clothing such as a waterproof 

coat, hat, gloves, scarf and a pair of sensible, comfortable shoes. Sleep wear and 

basic toiletries will need to be brought also.  

 

Unlike airlines, there is no limit to the size or amount of liquid that can be brought onto 

the Eurostar. Eurostar rules state baggage should have a maximum size of 75 x 53 x
